CONFERENCE STUDENT-ATHLETE ADVISORY COMMITTEE
 
Constitution
Article I 
A. Purpose 
1. To streamline and promote efficient communication between member schools of the Central Atlantic Collegiate Conference (CACC) and their student-athlete population. 
2. To provide the student-athlete population of member schools with an opportunity to more effectively communicate with the CACC Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (SAAC) and member school SAAC’s and to provide suggestions for programs designed to serve their needs. 
3. To actively encourage more involvement of all student-athletes in campus and community projects. 
4. To design, implement and give tools to programs which will encourage academic achievement, health promotion, social responsibility, and community service. 
 
Article II 
A. Membership 
1. Each school shall have 2 representatives, one male and one female.  The alternates shall be a male and a female should one or both representatives not attend a CACC SAAC function. (2/11/07) 
2. The CACC representative to NCAA SAAC will be selected from current members of the CACC SAAC. 
3. Minimum qualifications include but are not limited to: 
· Academic eligibility during appointment
· Consistency with CACC SAAC purposes 
· Attendance at bi-yearly meetings (by member or alternate.) 

Article III 
A. Meetings 
1. The SAAC shall meet twice during the year, once in late Summer or early Fall and again in the Spring with the specific dates being determined by the previous year’s committee. 
2. Each CACC school is required to send one representative to each meeting and it is recommended that an alternate be sent as well (preferably one male and one female representative from each institution.) 
3. The SAAC Advisors are required to meet at the same institution and time as the students are meeting. 
4. The Executive Board of the CACC, made up of a chair, vice chair, treasurer, and secretary reserves the right to call additional meetings when necessary. 
5. SAAC is a committee in which students are nominated and participate voluntarily, and we request that duties be taken seriously, and therefore, all efforts should be made to attend both the meetings and other additional meetings called for by the Executive Board. If one or both members cannot 
attend, review of one or both members’ commitment shall be taken under advisement by the remaining SAAC members and action shall be taken.

Article IV 
A. Officers’ Duties 
1. Executive Board and Duties:

Chair
1. Presides over the meetings. 
2. Serves as liaison to the Executive Council of the CACC. If the Chair cannot attend, the CACC SAAC Vice Chair will attend. 
3. Can request special meeting outside of the bi yearly meetings should circumstances require such

Vice Chair 
1. Assists the Chair. 
2. Represents the Chair at meetings when the Chair cannot attend.

Secretary
1. Keeps the written records, including attendance and active minutes, of all CACC SAAC meetings. 
2. Performs such duties that are incidental to the office and are required by the office by the council. 
3. Disseminates materials when necessary.

 Treasurer
1. Tracks fundraising initiatives and amounts for the Conference (no money actually handled); 
2. Keeps meeting minutes and disseminates materials in absence of the Secretary.

B. Terms of Office 
1. All officers shall serve for a term of one year. 
2. An officer shall be eligible for reelection for consecutive terms providing he/she meets CACC SAAC eligibility. 
3. At the annual spring meeting, the voting of officers will be held. 

Article V 
A. Voting 
1. Each member of the committee has only one vote. 
2. The majority of members present decide the vote. The style of voting will be determined by the issue and the committee. 
3. Nine member schools must be present for a quorum. 
4. In case of a tie there will be a revote. If a tie remains the issue is defeated. 
 
Article VI 
A. Amendments 
1. Amendments to this constitution must be introduced to the Executive Board for distribution one month prior to the next meeting. Voting shall occur at the meeting following introduction, with the amendment taking effect following CACC SAAC approval.
2. Amendments must be distributed to members at least two weeks prior to the next CACC SAAC meeting. 
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
