I. Welcome

II. Review/Approval of October 1st, 2020 CACC Directors Council Virtual Meeting Summary (Supplement #1)
a. Kathy Laoutaris made a motion to approve the October 1, 2020 CACC Directors Council virtual meeting summary. Ronnie Palmer seconded. Motion approved: 14-0. 

III. Championships Committee Proposal (Supplement #2)
a. This agenda item/proposal was tabled.

IV. COVID-19 – Return to Athletic Competition & Testing Guidelines
a. The CACC Direct Reports met earlier in the day and proposed that CACC institutions adhere to the NCAA resocialization and testing recommendations, at a minimum. The group also recognized that institutions in certain areas may need to adhere to more stringent testing procedures. 
b. The CACC Directors Council viewed a document which broke down the sports into various testing categories. Testing is not required for golf, tennis, and track and field. In baseball, softball, and cross country testing would be required once per week by PCR or three times by antigen. Testing for basketball and volleyball would be required three times per week on nonconsecutive days once the regular season (competition) begins. Officials would also need to be tested three times per week. 
c. In Philadelphia, all tier 1 individuals will be required to test daily. Teams that travel to Philadelphia for a game must test for seven consecutive days leading up to game day. 
d. Other than the financial burden of providing testing at these rates, also of concern are turn-around times for results and availability of staff to administer tests. The $5 test previously discussed by Dr. Hainline is the price the government will pay. The test will likely cost closer to $15 and may not be available to the general public until the first quarter of 2021.
e. Caldwell is working with a local urgent care center who is providing free tests, funded by the CARES Act. However, this money may not be available after December 31st.
f. Dr. Emmert sent an email with testing information which included pricing from Henry Schein. 
g. The group discussed moving the deadline to commit to basketball and volleyball to a date earlier than December 28th. 
h. Post estimates testing for all of their teams would cost $300K-$500K. This would not include expenses for training staff and finding a space for testing that meets the CT requirements. 
i. Tom Brennan made a motion to endorse the following proposal from the CACC Direct Reports:  All CACC institutions that plan to compete in the conference in Spring 2021 must adhere to the NCAA resocialization and testing standards, at a minimum. Federal, state, and local regulations also apply and may require adherence to more stringent testing policies. The health and safety of student-athletes and staff is the top priority when considering a return to competition. Recommendations from our governing body (NCAA) should be viewed as mandates. It is also understood that the feasibility of implementing the testing policies is highly dependent on the cost and availability of testing supplies and staff.  Ronnie Palmer seconded. Motion approved: 12-2.
j. Mark Corino encouraged each AD to discuss testing with their President and to also consider deadlines for institutional decisions.
