II. Review/Approval of April 15, 2021 CACC Directors Council Virtual Meeting Summary (Supplement #1)
a. Tom Shirley made a motion to approve the April 15, 2021 CACC Directors Council meeting summary. Ronnie Palmer seconded. Motion approved: 14-0-0. 

III. Spring 2021 Discussion (schedule progress chart -- screen share)
a. Men’s Lacrosse
1. Dominican will not be able to reschedule two regular season games as a result of their COVID pause earlier in the season. Therefore, all remaining seven teams will advance to the playoffs and seeding will be determine by power ranking.
· First Round: Tuesday, May 4th (#1 gets a bye)
· Semifinals: Thursday, May 6th
· Championship Final: Saturday, May 8th. 
b. Women’s Lacrosse
1. Chestnut Hill and Nyack have dropped out of the remainder of the season. The remaining seven teams will advance to the playoffs and seeding will be determine by power ranking. 
· First Round: Wednesday, May 5th (#1 gets a bye)   
· Semifinals: Friday, May 7th 
· Championship Final: Sunday, May 9th 

c. Baseball
1. Nyack and USciences have not been able to reschedule their games due to Usciences’ exam schedule.  Nyack has already scheduled games almost every day that week. Goldey-Beacom and Felician still need to reschedule their double header. 
2. Due to the delayed NCAA regional tournament, the conference has the flexibility to delay the CACC tournament a day or two. However, this may also lead to institutions incurring expenses for housing and meals for a longer period of time after school ends. 
3. The ADs agreed to complete all regular season games to the best of their ability. Teams have incentive to complete the schedule because they gain points in the power ranking systems each time they play a game (win or lose). If the regular season is not completed, then all 11 teams would advance to the playoffs. The week before the tournament begins is left open to allow for teams to reschedule postponed games. The ADs previously voted to maintain divisions in the rounds leading up to the championship. If all teams advance, then the following tournament format will be utilized:
· First Round (in-division): Saturday, May 8th ( #1, #2, and #3 North teams get byes;  #1 and #2 South teams get byes)
· Quarterfinals (in-division): Monday, May 10th
· Semifinals (in division): Thursday, May 13th
· Championship Final: Saturday, May 15th 
d. Softball
1. Chestnut Hill is on pause and may need to opt out of the remainder of the season. A decision should be made today. If CHC is out, then all teams will advance to the playoffs. If all teams advance, then the following tournament format will be utilized:
· First Round: Monday, May 3rd (#1 and #2 get byes)
· Quarterfinals: Wednesday, May 5th 
· Semifinals: Friday, May 7th 
· Championship Final: Monday, May 10th 
2. If  the season is completed, then the top eight teams will begin tournament play on May 5th. 
e. Men’s Tennis
1. All regular season matches are scheduled to be completed by Tuesday, April 27th. If this is the case, the top three teams will advance to the playoffs.
· First Round: Friday, April 30th (#1 gets a bye)
· Championship Final: Sunday, May 2nd
