I. Welcome

II. Review/Approval of July 13th, 2020 Virtual Meeting Summary (Supplement #1)
a. Laura Liesman made a motion to approve the July 13th Directors Council summary. Joe Clinton seconded. Approved: 14-0.

III. NCAA Updates (Supplement #2)
a. Regarding the season of competition waiver, AdCom clarified the requirement that a team’s participation in 50% or less of the sport’s Bylaw 17 maximum contests/dates of competition during the 2020-21 season could apply to institutions that choose to schedule limited competition based on COVID-19. The calculation of 50% is specific to regular season contests/dates of competition.  Additionally, this can be applied to teams who meet those standards and whose seasons were impacted by COVID-19. AdCom will be clarifying how the season of competition waivers are impacted if teams compete in more than 50%, but do not meet the minimum participants standards for more than 50% of the maximum contests (individual sports).
b. NCAA regulations permit student-athletes to compete on outside amateur teams outside of the playing season in most sports. Individual institutions will need to determine whether or not to impose restrictions on those activities during the fall semester. Additionally, student-athletes who are using the missed term exception during the fall are not permitted to compete on an outside team during that term. Coaches are not permitted to be involved in any capacity at any time with an outside team that involves any student-athlete with eligibility remaining from the institution’s team, except where specified.
c. The Board of Governors has the authority to make association-wide decisions. Last week, the BOG gave directives to each division to make decisions regarding fall championships as well regarding student-athlete well-being standards. These include allowing student-athletes to opt out while retaining athletics aid, covering medical expenses, and retaining eligibility.
d. Institutions must cover COVID-19 related health costs related to infections that local health officials believe were the result of the student-athlete’s participation in athletics. This does not extend to friends or family members of the student-athlete who may contract the virus from that student. The longevity of the institution’s obligation to cover these health expenses has not been clarified. If state/local guidelines are more stringent than the resocialization guidelines, then the state/local regulations should be adhered to. If the state/local guidelines are less stringent than the NCAA guidelines, the NCAA protocol must still be adhered to.
e. Per the SSI FAQ released this week, if teams are not competing or practicing with outside teams, the resocialization standards remain as guidance rather than mandates. When applying the resocialization guidelines to practice activities, testing should be conducted upon return to campus. Surveillance testing should be implemented every two weeks for 25-50% of the inner bubble, if physical distancing, masking and other preventative measures are not maintained.  
f. If students are participating in voluntary training, testing and protocol should mirror local and federal mandates, along with institutional testing policies for the general student body. Once practice and competition with outside teams occurs, the resocialization guidelines become mandates.  This will remain in effect until at least October 27th when the Board reconvenes. 


IV. Institutional Updates/Other Discussion (Supplement #3)
a. Caldwell and Georgian Court have made all fall activities voluntary for student-athletes.  However, these activities will not meet the definition of NCAA voluntary athletically related activities due to the involvement of coaching staff members. Therefore, activities (voluntary or required) that involve coaching staff members will be limited to the previously approved eight hours per week of activities (4 – skill instruction/conditioning; 4 – team activities).  Several schools will engage student-athletes in virtual training during the fall – the eight hour limit will apply in this scenario as well unless the standards in 17.02.17 are met. 
b. The D2ADA has a call this afternoon with Maritza Jones. Sheila Wooten will share information from that call with the group. 
c. Athletics insurance covers injuries, not illnesses, therefore, COVID-19 expenses would need to be covered by the student’s insurance. Current federal law requires an individual’s health insurance to cover COVID-19 expenses.
d. Saliva testing is becoming more available as a cheaper alternative to the PCR testing. Henry Schein has machines institutions can purchase along with cartridges to allow testing on campus.
e. Visas for first year international students only allow those students to return to campus thirty days prior to the first day of classes. This will pose issues for first-year volleyball and basketball international students who do not begin classes until mid January. 
f. Caldwell and Bloomfield’s gyms/fitness centers will not be open this fall. Georgian Court will allow for athletic training and rehab in their fitness center. Jefferson is allowing 17 individuals in the fitness center at one time for 40 minutes each (reservation required).  The fitness center is open to student-athletes only from 6pm-10pm.
g. Caldwell is beginning fall season activities on September 28th. Jefferson will begin activities on September 21st. 
h. The quiet period remains in place through August 31st. Division I extended their dead period through September 30th. 
i. The DII Championships Committee has two calls scheduled in August. AdCom meets tomorrow morning (August 14th) and on August 19th. Management Council has  a call on August 20th. DII Presidents Council meets on August 21st, at which time the Division will be provided specific direction regarding the student-athlete well-being items.

V. CACC Cross Country (Supplement #4)
a. With the implementation of the self-applied season of competition waivers, a student-athlete’s team could compete in three meets and not be charged with a season. In order to sponsor a championship in cross country and receive NCAA funding, the conference would need six teams in each gender to compete in three total meets (including conference championship) with at least 5 participants. Nyack, Jefferson, Bloomfield, Wilmington, Chestnut Hill, Caldwell, Sciences, and Dominican plan to meet those sponsorship requirements and compete in the championship races. The conference will plan to run the men’s and women’s cross country championships on Sunday, March 28th.  

VI. Other Business
a. Laura Liesman asked for implementation suggestions regarding the new requirements for current and prospective student-athletes to disclose information about sexual violence misconduct. Stephanie Whitby will speak with Linda Andrzjewski to see if she has additional insight.
