I. Welcome

II. CACC Updates
a. The conference donated $150 to the Paul E. Klimitas Honorary Scholarship Fund at USciences in honor of Paul.
b. As of September 9th, 11 of the 14 member institutions had scheduled their onboarding call with Game Plan.
c. The conference has coordinated with Ivy Watts to provide access to mental health modules and resources. The conference will cover those expenses for all CACC student-athletes and staff through conference grant funds. The conference is also working with Ivy to schedule a virtual presentation for up to 500 CACC student-athletes in early November. 
d. The CACC will be coordinating with the ECC to develop this year’s leadership event (virtual). 
e. Bridgeport is included in the ECC conference schedules. Their schedules feature a double round robin format except against D’Youville. 

III. Review/Approval of August 27th, 2020 Virtual Meeting Summary (Supplement #1)
a. Tom Shirley made a motion to approve the August 27th, 2020 CACC Directors Council summary. Stefanie Whitby seconded. Motion approved: 14-0.

IV. NCAA Updates (Supplement #2)
a. AdCom  issued a blanket waiver for the 2020-21 sport sponsorship and three season requirements.  Institutions will still need to meet the selection minimums and criteria in order to advance to the NCAA tournaments in winter and spring sports.
b. Institutions may self-apply season of competition waivers for any eligible fall sport student athlete, regardless of how much they compete (up to the maximum). Winter and spring sport athletes are still held to the 50% standard.
c. Institutions may exempt athletics aid for student-athletes who received an extension waiver to be able to compete in Spring 2021. 
d. Institutions may exempt athletics aid in 2021-22 for student-athletes who would have used their 4th season or 10th semester in 20-21. The conference office is seeking further clarification on this action.
e. The COVID-19 Advisory Group has expanded to include one representative from each conference on their biweekly calls. 

V. Soccer Schedules
a. Doug distributed the proposed men’s and women’s soccer schedules on September 8th. The men’s and women’s teams will play on the same days, against the same opponents, but at opposite sites. Game dates/sites may be adjusted if the ADs from both institutions agree. Institutions may need to adjust game times due to field availability and time of year. 
b. Laura Liesman is in favor of moving the soccer season back later in the year.
c. Kathy Laoutaris made a motion to approve the proposed Spring 2021 men’s and women’s soccer schedules. Ronnie Palmer seconded. Motion approved: 14-0. 

VI. CACC AT Council Extreme Weather Policy (Supplement #3)
a. The CACC AT Council met on September 8th and voted to approve the extreme weather policies outlined in Supplement #3.  The ATs proposed that the policies be applied for all CACC competitions.
b. The ADs discussed implementing these policies for ALL competitions including nonconference. 
c. There is confusion among several ADs regarding the WBGT device. The NCAA requires institutions to utilize this device for soccer. The information included in the proposal was mainly pulled from NCAA sport manuals, the NATA website, and policies from other DII conferences.
d. The ADs have been reviewing and discussing weather policy proposals from the AT group for several years but have not voted to approve them. Dan requested each AD take time and review the policies with their Athletic Training Staff prior to the next Directors Council meeting. At that time, any questions/concerns can be addressed, and the policies can be voted on at that time or at a future date.

VII. Institutional Updates (Supplement #4)
a. Supplement #4 includes the institutional updates provided by the ADs on the shared Google Sheet. 
b. Holy Family had to shut down for several days for cleaning.
c. Georgian Court delayed the start of practice due to added time spent on physicals for student-athletes.
d. Caldwell had to send home 20 student-athletes due to an on-campus party/gathering.
e. Bloomfield dismissed a student who brought outside visitors to campus.
f. Concordia had several positive cases and followed the isolation and quarantine protocol.
g. Nyack is planning to move into their dorms soon. Currently, they are not allowed in the Armory. 

VIII. Other Business/Discussion
a. Tom Shirley sent letters to their nonconference opponents and they have opted to cancel their games. Jefferson is looking for three more basketball games against nonconference teams, or against CACC teams (played as nonconference games). 
b. Most CACC institutions will not be sending teams on spring break trips. 
c. Dave Thomas (TJU XC) is organizing two races prior to the CACC Cross Country Championships. 
d. Georgian Court may not participate in cross country if they compete in an indoor track and field season.
e. Several CACC schools have had student-athletes “opt-out” of athletics participation for the 20-21 academic year. Student-athletes who opt out prior to October 1st are guaranteed their athletics aid. Student-athletes who opt out after October 1st are not guaranteed their athletics aid. Student-athletes who opt out and opt back in are not guaranteed roster spots. 
f. Georgian Court received a response from their legal team regarding the sexual misconduct policies. It is not illegal in New Jersey to ask PSAs about sexual misconduct. Stefanie Whitby asked Linda Andrzjewski for feedback on this matter. Mark Corino may be able to gain more information on the next Management Council call. 
g. The CACC Membership Committee will meet next week.
