I. Welcome

II. Review/Approval of September 10th, 2020 Virtual Meeting Summary (Supplement #1)  
a. Tom Shirley made a motion to approve the September 10th, 2020 CACC Directors Council virtual meeting summary. Stefanie Whitby seconded. Motion approved: 13-0.

III. NCAA Updates
a. The NCAA is holding biweekly COVID-19 calls/webinars to provide updates to the membership. One representative from each conference in all three divisions is invited to listen to the webinar.  Frequency of testing, types of testing, and funding for testing continue to be discussed.

IV. CACC AT Council Extreme Weather Policy (Supplement #2)
a. Following the last Directors Council meeting, ADs were asked to meet with their athletic training staff to review the proposed policies. 
b. “Unquestionable” will be removed from the first page. A cover page will be added to include a statement to specify that decisions will be made by the host team AT in conjunction with site supervisor and game officials. 
c. The WBGT ranges are regionally based. The temperatures will be reviewed to ensure they have not been modified since this document was originally developed several years ago. 
d. Kathy Laoutaris made a motion to approve the proposal with the requested changes. Sheila Wooten seconded. Motion approved: 14-0. 

V. Membership Committee Proposal (Supplement #3) 
a. The CACC Membership Committee developed a proposal for the Directors Council and Presidents Council to review. Committee members include Mark Corino, Tim Hamill, Laura Liesman, Erin Harvey, and Karin Mann. Ben DiNallo made a motion to approve the proposal and to bring it forward to the Presidents Council to consider. Keith Davie seconded. Motion approved: 14-0.

VI. Coaches Action Items (Supplement #4)
a. The CACC Cross Country Coaches voted (7-5-1) in favor of increasing the women’s championship race distance to 6K to mirror the regional race distance.  Ronnie Palmer made a motion to accept this proposal. Marc Caserio seconded. The group has concerns regarding the increased potential for injuries leading up to the regional race. The CACC championship often takes place at Belmont Plateau which is a very hilly course. In 2021, teams may have limited opportunities to prepare for a 6k race due to the ongoing pandemic. Motion failed: 2-11-1. 
b. The CACC Women’s Tennis Coaches voted (10-0) to have at least one official at each regular season CACC tennis match. The Directors Council took no action. The group does not believe one official will be able to effectively monitor six courts at one time.
c. The CACC Men’s Soccer Coaches voted (12-0) to add a third team all-conference. Keith Davie made a motion to approve this proposal. Ronnie Palmer seconded. Motion failed: 0-13-1. The CACC Marketing Committee also voted against the addition of third team all-conference. However, they developed an alternative proposal to add an additional at-large spot (next highest vote getter) to both the first and second all-conference teams (regardless of position) in men’s and women’s soccer. Keith made a motion to adopt the Marketing Committee’s proposal as it mirrors the regional awards format. Stefanie Whitby seconded. Motion approved: 12-0-1. 




VII. Non-Conference Games – Tom Shirley
a. The group discussed the possibility of implementing a policy for Spring 2021 to not allow the scheduling of non-conference games. This will be discussed during a future Directors Council call.

VIII. E-Sports Update (Supplement #5)
a. The Directors Council was provided a conference update on E-Sports sponsorship. The CACC will continue to monitor E-Sports in the conference and evaluate the opportunity to sponsor an E-Sports championship in the future. Since this is not an NCAA sport, adding the championship would include additional fees for conference members. Several schools halted their process of developing E-Sports programs due to the pandemic.

IX. Institutional Updates (Supplement #6)
a. Holy Family is conducting classes completely online.
b. Nyack is expected to move into the new dorms by mid-October.
c. Felician’s new Interim President, Admiral James Crawford III will begin an 18-month contract on September 29th. 

X. Other Business
a. Several schools have concerns regarding their ability to house students on campus during the month of December leading up to the first week of games in basketball and volleyball. Holy Family will not be ready to compete by January 2nd due to their move in date of December 28th. A few schools may continue to conduct classes virtually in the Spring and are concerned about justifying the decision to return student-athletes (only) to campus.  The conference needs 21 dates to play 19 games. The NE10 is beginning competition on January 9th . The ECC is playing very few games this year. The CACC could move the start date back to January 11th/12th by playing three games per week.  The DC has requested a follow-up call be scheduled soon to further discuss the basketball and volleyball schedules and start dates.
