I. Review of minutes of January 2011 Directors Council Minutes

1. Chris Morgan asked if we have received anything back on the mid-year certification from the NCAA – Stacy will check in again with the NCAA for further guidance and forward to the directors.  
a. Motion to approve was seconded and passed unanimously, 14-0
II. Review of Athletic Trainers Meeting
1. Sandy recapped the athletic trainers meeting and reminded the group about the benefits that we have available to the conference through using Henry Schein.  
2. Institutions were encouraged to include them in any bids they send out for athletic training/medical supplies for next year.  The CACC receives a 3% return on any revenue generated.  

a. Motion by Tom Shirley to require all institutions to send their training supply bids to Henry Shein, seconded and then removed.

b. Motion by Sandy Michael that all institutions in the conference use Henry Schein for purchasing athletic training supplies going forward was seconded and approved 14-0-0.
III. Basketball Tournament Review
1. Congratulations to Bloomfield for the run all to the Elite Eight, the represented BC and the CACC very well
a. Motion by Tom Shirley to recommend Joe Clinton, as the Regional Chair, take back the concerns of the group of the un-sportsman like actions of the runner up at the Men’s Regional Championships. Seconded and approved unanimously.

IV. Women’s Basketball Assignor Review

1. Tom Shirley made a motion to offer another one year contract for 2011-2012.  Motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  
2. Tom Shirley made a motion that the CACC require a season ending report summarizing the year to be reviewed at the AD’s meeting following the end of each season.  Motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  
a. Basketball Assignors will be asked to complete review for the 2010-2011 season to be reviewed in May.  
3. The group expressed a continued concern for the quality of the officiating pool in women’s basketball and other sports.  A discussion was had about the need to consider raising the game fees for regular season games, and or, tournament games.  This will need to be discussed at a future meeting.

V. Championships 
1. Bids have been submitted in every sport and recommendations will be made at the May meeting. 
2. Review of the revenue generated at the basketball tournaments was presented. 

3. Hosts of the upcoming spring championships updated the group on preparations.
VI. Membership Committee
1. Institutions reviewed four different scenarios for growth, looking at the perceived advantages and disadvantages of each.
a. Staying at current size of 14
b. Reaching out to current NCAA DII members
c. Reaching out to current NCAA DI who would move to DII
d. Reaching out to current NCAA III who would move to DII
2. Group agreed that based on data on the current institutions located in the conference footprint and fitting the other conference criteria, the most logical would be to look at the current DII institutions.  Three institutions were presented to the AD’s; St. Thomas Aquinas, Molloy College and Mercy College.  The group agreed that STAC and Molloy would be their first and second choices. There was discussion if this was the time for expansion or should the conference stand pat.  

3. The AD’s felt it would be important if the new members balked at the current $100,000 fee with a $50,000 bond that the fee was not reduced below the $75,000 with a $25,000 bond that the most recent addition paid.

VII. DII Athletic Directors Association updates
1. Sheila Wooten will attend this year’s NACDA Convention on the DII ADA grant.  

VIII. Nyack College Anne Jackson Scholarship Conference Donation 
1. Commissioner Dan Mara asked the group for their thoughts on what would be an appropriate amount to donate to the memorial fund established for Nyack Cross-Country student-athlete Ann Jackson.  

a. A motion was made by Frank Aiello, and seconded, to approve a donation of $1500, representing $100 for each school and the office.  The group passed the motion 13-0 with one abstention from Nyack.   

IX. Sport Sponsorship 2010-11 – Supplement #3
1. A reminder from Commissioner Mara to keep the conference office updated on any changes in sports sponsorship as the verification form for the year will be going in soon.

1. Commissioner Mara reminded the group that the NCAA has changed some of the funding criteria for enhancement grant for 2011-2012 – a conference’s finish in basketball will no longer affect the amount, this will mean an increase for the CACC.  
2. Health benefits have been added for the conference office staff in the proposal.  

XII. CACC Intra-Conference Transfer Policy Review – Supplement #5
1. A motion was made by Tom Shirley to define the “enrollment prior to June 1, 2011” piece of the policy as; students must register and pay all deposits for a full time course load for the Fall of 2011 at the second CACC institution prior to June 1, 2011.   The motion was seconded and approved 9-3-1. 

XIII. 2013 CACC Baseball Schedule
1. Motion by Ivan Marquez that the conference baseball schedule in 2013 adjusted to include three conference games against each CACC opponent.

2. The discussion was tabled until the May meeting when Ben DiNallo will bring forward a proposed schedule.  

XIV. Conference Grant Reminder – Distribution June 2011 – Supplement #6
1. Inventory forms will be sent out in may for return to the NCAA in June.  Please take a look at how your institution is doing for utilizing available funding for the year. 

2. There is a Gender Equity Forum through the NCAA being presented in Baltimore, MD the first week of May.  Stacy sent an email out with the link for all information.  

XV. Women’s Volleyball Assignor 
1. Proposal by Tom Shirley to approve the proposal from assignor Bill Stevens with the elimination of items c hotels, d per diem, and e mileage.  Motion was seconded by Ivan Marquez and passed 13-1-0.  

2. Motion by Tom to add to the contract that all officials arrive one hour prior to the scheduled match time was seconded and approved unanimously.
3. The AD’s also requested that in the future, proposals are presented by the assignors in person and they also inquired about the addition of observers for officials in volleyball.  

XVI. Spring Championships

1. Host institutions gave brief updates on their preparations for the spring championships.  

a. Golf and men’s tennis are being hosted by Chestnut Hill. Softball and women’s lacrosse will be at Georgian Court and baseball returns to Wilmington.  

XVII. New play-off format for basketball and volleyball, 2011-12 seasons. – Supplement #8
1. Group was reminded of the new play-off format that was approved last may for the 2011-2012 basketball and volleyball championships. 

XVIII. Regional Advisory  Committee Review and East Region Proposal - Supplement #9
1. Based on the current status of conferences losing two representatives on the regional advisory committee (RAC) at the same time in some of the sports, the three commissioners of the East region have forwarded a request to the NCAA Championships staff to consider allow the region to add or subtract a year from a few representatives’ terms in order to balance out the turnover.

XIX. Game Tape Exchange Digital Media Viewer – Supplement #10  
1. Commissioner Mara updated the group on a new piece of equipment that GTX will have available to institutions for 2011-2012.  The AD’s inquired about getting a demonstration at the May meeting.
